CHARACTER NAME: (Must be a character seen and referenced on-screen.)

LINE OF DIALOGUE: (Must be used verbatim. It may be spoken, sung, and/or written. It may
be in any language, though if it is unclear that it is the line, there must be a translation or
subtitles.)

IT EVERYWHERE!”

PROP: (Must be used and seen on-screen.)

KETCHUP BOTTLE
SHOT TYPE: (Must be used as a shot in the film)
ARC SHOT (CAMERA ORBITS AROUND A SUBJECT)

SOUND EFFECT: (Must use exact sound clip in its entirety and referenced in the film.)

LAUGH TRACK (SOUND EFFECT WILL BE EMAILED TO YOU)
